2.1. WP1 Management framework (Oddur)

The feed back from the Commission on the 18 month report is that the technical report is ok but they are still to approve the Financial (Form C and audit certificates) reports. Pre-payment is still on hold. 

New Annex 1 (Appendix 2), containing the new budget and first wave of new participants (the new/old members), is sent to Giorgio Clariotty for Comments. 30 month Status report is to be delivered in the end of January. 

Scheduled end of the project is August 2008 and Next ESC meeting is planed in Bilbao week 39, on 27-29 September in that meeting the PMG group must present planes for how to proceed with building the platform.

2.2.  WP2 Information Exchange (Ola)

5 New Countries are already joining the SAFEFOODERA net; we have little knowledge on the Food Safety project “inventory” in those countries. How do we plan to get this and is there need for updating the snapshoot from the old SAFEFOODERA countries 
2.3. WP3 Strategic activities (Mads & Hub) 

2.3.1. (Mads) The pilot programme: 12 applications where received to the pilot call. Nine in common pot, 1 Emerging risk & 8 Pathogen free production. And three in distributed pot. It is clear that we will have surplus on the finance on emerging risk Do we as PMG have any recommendations to the funders because of this? 

2.3.2. (Hub)Emerging risk; a working group, chaired by Marcel Mengelers, exploring the possibility of establishing a sustainable platform for the exchange of information on emerging risks has been formed. If such a platform is feasible it will be presented at the next ESC meeting in Bilbao, September 2007. The sustainability of the platform is an important aspect because it is intended that the platform will continue after the SAFEFOODERA project has ended. Mandate for the group (Appendix 4)

2.4. WP4 Joint activities  (Alisdair)

A workshop aiming at establishing a food safety research ideas forum for Program Managers was successfully completed at the Gustav Stresemann Institute (GSI) in Bonn on 31 October (Appendix 5). Alisdair has made a revision on the WP and updated it in light of the general progress within SAFEFOODERA (Appendix 6)

2.5.  WP5 Transnational Activities (Philippe)

Preparations for evaluating the pilot call is in progress, A working group, chaired by Philippe has been formed, The group will meet on 1 and 2 March a questioner for those who got  a password for the applications in the pilot (Appendix 7) Working group on lessons learned from the first SAFEFOODERA pilot call and proposal for improvement (Appendix 8)

2.6. WP6 External  (Ola & Hartmut) 

2.6.1. (Ola) A series of meeting with stakeholder is in progress. Meetings with scientists and with the food industry have already taken place and preparations are being done for meeting with the retailers, caterers and the Commission and EFSA. SAFEFOODERA-Report on research infrastructure (Appendix 9)

2.6.2. (Hartmut) The paperwork for the 5 new members joining SAFEFOODERA in progress and work on bringing the second haul on board is in progress (Appendix 10). One visit has been made to USA by the Network Expansion Assistant Sabine Bonneck visited the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and the Agricultural Research Service (ARS) for identifying potential US-partners to join SAFEFOODERA.
